Firstly, I must say a very sincere thank you for all your support during rehearsals and performance day of “Honk.”  I was so proud of all the children and so delighted to see their enthusiasm and good nature shine throughout.

A theatrical agent came to see “Honk” and he would like to work in conjunction with Centre Stage, suggesting young artistes for T.V., commercials, film, theatre and voice over castings.  This is an exciting development for us. However, those parents who would particularly like their children to be considered and those who would not wish their children to put forward, please would you contact me, so that I can make a note of your wishes.  
 
This term we say “hello” to Sally Gates who will be taking over from Miss Sally on Wednesdays at the Oxshott Brownie Hut.  Sally Gates will be working with the children towards their ballet exams.  Miss Sally will still be working on Saturdays until the end of January when Helen Parker will take over the Saturday classes – again Helen will be working towards the modern and tap exams later in the year.  Both teachers have come highly recommended and I’m sure you will make them both feel welcome.  Miss Sally will keep popping in to support us and to see everybody and will certainly bring the baby into class in March!  
 
The Intermediate Foundation and Intermediate Ballet classes will now take place at the Scout Hut, Waverley Road on Wednesdays.  Street Jazz classes and Drama classes are as normal with Miss Vicky and Haley continuing to teach these classes.  Hayley will be working on plays and/or scenes from various plays and we are in the process of finding Festivals where the drama students can perform.  
 
We have been asked to perform at the Oxshott Village Sports Club on May Bank Holiday Monday.  As we now have a Dance and Drama repertoire, I would like as many children to perform as possible.  Pencil the date in your diaries!
 
Please could I make a plea about grooming?  Children are coming to class with unsuitable hair styles and clothing.  Grooming is an important part of a dancers training.  It is impossible to dance well with loose hair over the face and with ill-fitting tops. In the terms and conditions you sign when starting with Centre Stage, the uniform and hair styles required are clearly stated:
 
The UNIFORM Requirements are: 
 
BALLET:  Pink ballet shoes; Pink socks for little ones and Pink tights for Grade3 upwards.  Pink, blue or black leotards (depending on the grade being studied) with matching coloured wraps.  Hair should be in a tidy bun.  
 
MODERN:  Bare feet or black jazz shoes.  Black stirrup tights and leotards.  Centre Stage tee shirt if necessary.  Hair in tidy pony tail, bunches or plaits.
 
TAP:  Oxford-style tap shoes.  Black jazz trousers and leotard with Centre Stage tee shirt if necessary.   Hair as for MODERN.
 
DRAMA and STREET JAZZ:  Black jazz shoes, black jazz trousers, Centre Stage tee shirt.  Hair as for MODERN.
 
Uniform can be ordered from your child’s teacher.  Your cooperation is much appreciated.
 
PUNCTUALITY is also becoming a problem.  Please could the children arrive 5 minutes before class starts and be ready changed to start at the allotted time - and not arrive at the allotted time?   It is very disruptive and wastes valuable time for all concerned when classes have started and pupils come late into class.  Thank you.
